$159.00 quad occupancy

$349.00 single occupancy
$99.00 kids under 17 (w/2 adults)

The company we are using can get us tickets as well, but they are more expensive than getting via Stub Hub, and he can only
guarantee pairs. If you want to use the company to get tickets as well, here are the prices:

$299 Quad, $329 Triple, $369 Double, $499 single, kids 17 and under $239 (with 2 adults).

I would recommend getting via Stub Hub (I have no problem getting for you. The prices will be between $70 and $100) - as
you can see a savings over what the company charges.

$100 deposit required by November 6th.
Reminder you need a passport - quickest and cheapest is a passport card - for land travel only. Any post office can help you
- but you need to do it now!

We had a great time in Montreal the last time we went. It was a great atmosphere!
The trips are fun and a great way to cheer on the Sharks in enemy territory with you friends!
